• July 16, 2017 – departure and checking out after breakfast

Flight tips: Look at flight options into Munich (MUC), Salzburg (SZG) or Vienna (VIE).  
You can reach Schladming via train from Munich, Salzburg and Vienna.  
From Munich airport: take DIE BAHN: https://www.bahn.de/p_en/view/ 
From Salzburg airport: Take the public bus to the Salzburg main railway station. From there you will 
take the train - OEBB: http://www.oebb.at/en/ 
From Vienna airport: Book your train ticket through OEBB: http://www.oebb.at/en/ 
We have a new train system that collaborates with a bus service and offers very affordable tickets to 
Salzburg via bus from Munich Airport: https://westbahn.at/en/offers/westbahn-
offers/flixbus/from/621/to/8/ 
Another convenient option is SMS - Salzburger Mietwagenservice directly from Munich airport to 
your hotel in Schladming. It is basically a mini van that takes up to 10 people:

We do not recommend buying Eurorail or Interrail tickets - they are usually very expensive. You can 
buy the train tickets directly at the counter in Munich from DIE BAHN or in Salzburg / Vienna from
